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The Simpson family from Crieff, Perthshire, 

Graeme, Carolyn, Naomi, Eilidh and Caleb, are 

counting the days until the end of August when 

they will move as a family to Dar es Salaam as 

missionaries with Action Partners-Pioneers 
[formerly SUM].  With four years of African 

experience in the country of Chad behind them, 

they are looking forward to getting involved in 

the church and community based at the Nuru 

Centre.  Graeme will be a community worker 

with Pastor Charles Konea and Carolyn will be 

working as a medical missionary.  Naomi and 

Eilidh are already enrolled in the nearby Haven of 

Peace Academy, Caleb hoping also to be given a 

place. They have a clear sense of the Lord's 

calling, but recognise they can only fulfill this if 
other believers journey with them. Action 

Partners-Pioneers missionaries act in faith, 

through the partnership of prayerful and financial 

support, to take the Gospel to those with the least 

opportunity of receiving it. To make Jesus 

known : To the ends of the earth : Together.

Imbaseni  Visit Special  

17th February was a very special day at Imbaseni.  Two 

visitors had the privilege of being welcomed by the 

Centre Director, Peter Cherra, and all 160 students.  The 

visitors were Eva-Maria Munzinger from Hilfe fur 

Bruder and Graham Wilson, Imbaseni Trust convenor.  

The interdenominational German development agency 

was one of the first major partners in the development of 

the Imbaseni Centre.  Funds remitted 19 years ago paid 

for the original boysô and girlsô dormitories, which have 

been in regular use ever since. Further funding was 

secured by Centre Director, Andilile Ibrahim, to pay for 
the magnificent conference hall which was recently tiled 

by funds from the Imbaseni Trust (see opposite).  

Further funding was also received to pay for a third 

hostel and Eva-Maria, a former medical missionary, was 

thrilled to see the Centre flourishing.  She just loved 

meeting the students and in the short time she had to 

visit they really took to her.  A special welcome meal 

was prepared attended by all staff and female students 

and in his welcome speech Peter Cherra remarked ñWe 

thank God that the Conference Hall has been a major 

source of income to the centre.  It has attracted meetings,  
camps, conferences and seminars from within the 

country and from East and Central Africa.ò Graham 

Wilson was able to present 2 necklaces and a hand-made 

card from the Nuru Centre, which has also benefited 

immensely from funding by Hilfe fur Bruder.  In 

addition, as a further token of the Imbaseni Trustôs 

support for Imbaseni, Graham presented Peter Cherra 

with a brand new laptop computer.  All in all it was a 

most encouraging day for Hilfe fur Bruder and the 

Imbaseni Trust.

Sixty-one of the 160 Imbaseni students had previously been working 

on the gold and Tanzanite mines nearly but were being exploited and 

were receiving no education. The International Labour Organisation 

stepped in and are now sponsoring them to study vocational training 

at Imbaseni. Peter Cherra remarked, óWe are very grateful for this 

boost in numbers, and so glad that through Imbaseni these students 

are learning a trade. We had actually experienced a drop in applicants, 

because there has been a very big increase in the number of 

government secondary schools in Tanzania.  Students who might have 
come to Imbaseni are now at secondary school.  However, in 2 yearsô 

time, as they leave secondary school, we anticipate that our numbers 

will increase.ô

Power cuts which are commonplace in Dar es Salaam will not affect the 

Nuru Centre, as it enjoys solar power, thanks to gifts from Eaglesham 

Church in Glasgow.  óIt has been such a good idea, and it works so wellô, 
said Pastor Charles.  It means there are no running costs at all and power is 

available day and night.  

Among the first beneficiaries of the newly installed system was a group of 

six Americans from a church in Delaware.  They spent two weeks helping in 

practical ways and getting to know the children in the area. 

Adam writes, ñGod has mightily been using you ï Imbaseni Trust ï to restore hope 

and joyful life to a number of street children and young people at risk. Apart from 

catering for my salary, a portion of my monthly allowance was used for childrenôs 

meals, medical care, some clothes, bus fares, school materials and other items.  The 

number of children and former street children getting daily services has increased 
from 27 in June 2008 to 73 in February 2009. We have resumed programmes with the 

Bus Terminal group and the Bahi Road (dump place) groups in Dodoma where we 

reach out with the Word of God and some tea or food every Saturday. We also visit 

children in conflict with the law who have been arrested by the policy or put in prison 

at Isanga.   

Dodoma Centre now flourishing - Report from Adam Wilson 

Solar so Good! 

GW: Rose, what are your main responsibilities there in Singida? 

RM:  We are there to help the street boys, who sleep rough, either in the streets or the culverts.  

We try to help them both spiritually and physically.  Many of them are there because they are 

unwanted.  One mother said of her son, óheôs no good, he should just be thrown in the lakeô.   

GW: How do you start helping them? 

RM:  Many of them have no decent clothes, so we are able to help them with that.  Also a 

number are sick and we are able to give medicine or take them to hospital.  We also can give 

them food and help them to go to school.  Most have had very little education, maybe 1 or 2 

years at the most.   

GW: What facilities have you got there? 

RM:  Weôve got 2 houses.  In Lake House, Phineas and Rahel look after 10 street boys, 
together with their own 5 children!  Then thereôs my house ï itôs called Jerusalem House ï and 

I look after 5 boys. 

GW: You said you try to help them spiritually, how is that done? 

RM:  Every night we use the Proclaimers Bible, which is an audio Bible provided by Faith 

Comes By Hearing.  The boys really like it.  About 70 boys come regularly and the formed a 

choir at the church, called the Safina Singers!  They are really good because Phineas and Rahel 

are music teachers.  You must come and hear them some day.  Weôve been very encouraged 

lately with 7 boys being baptised in the local church.  In our area most of the boys are from 

muslim backgrounds.

Rose Mallya is supported 

by the Imbaseni Trust, 

through earmarked gifts 

that have covered her basic 

salary for the past 3 years.  

Her work is part of the 

outreach of SAFINA 

Street Network, a 

Tanzanian organisation, 

working among street

Adam Wilson has been supported by 
the Imbaseni Trust though a single 

earmarked donation for four years. 

During that time he pioneered the 

SAFINA street childrenôs centre in 

Dodoma.  He has now left behind 

him a flourishing centre with 4 full-

time workers, including a German 

missionary working with AIM 

International. The Trust is now 

supporting Adam as he undertakes 

further studies at the Institute of 

Social Work, Dar es Salaam.  

We take home 

those who decide 

to rejoin their 

families and follow 

up those who have 

done so in the 

pastò.    

Since moving to 

Dar, Adam has 

managed to fit in 

two visits to street 

children ï at 

Tanga and Moshi 

ï and still obtain 

excellent marks in 

his studies! 

 

Some of the 73 boys at the Dodoma Street Children centre 
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Trustee Morag Stenhouse has done a roaring trade in the 

necklaces and thanks to any readers who may have 

purchased them.  She remarked, óI was amazed at how 

enthusiastic people were.  Some said they were just the 

right colour, or just the right lengthééI recently sold one 

to a minister in the Scottish Parliament!ô  The good thing 

about them is that each one is unique.   

Dozens of necklaces have also been sold by supporters in 

Dar es Salaam, mainly to the expatriate community. For 

each necklace sold, 100% goes towards the salary of the 5 

workers.  The only expenses they have in producing them 
are the glue, clasps, the nylon thread and the polythene 

bags for wrapping them.  Other income-generating 

activities being tried out are soap making, batch baking of 

bread in a specially made oven and the manufacture of 

screen printed paper bags for a local bookstore.
